(2) Curriculum Institute

This past week, July 10-12, 2008, a team (Joseph Bielanski, Jr, Jayne Matthews, Tina Vasconcellos, Jon Drinnon, Evelyn Lord, Carlotta Campbell, Drew Pearson, and Dr. Jannett Jackson) from the four colleges attended the State Senate’s annual Curriculum Institute.  Given what we learned at the Institute we know there are several things we will need to review.
· A board approved policy on course repetition in keeping with the changes in Title 5 that went into effect in August 2007 and in June 2008.

· The new Title 5 regulations on Distance Education from March 2008.
· The new mathematics and English associate degree requirements happen in fall 2009, and while we have an alternate English course in place for students who definitely know they are not interested in transfer, we need to look to see if we should develop a similar style of course in mathematics.

· We will need to see if our electronic Master Course list at the State Chancellor’s Office is up-to-date, since the state has alerted districts that there have been errors in MIS submission of new courses.

· As you know the board approved CurricuNet, and we have learned that the State Chancellor’s Office will soon be using CurricuNet for course and program submission.

· We will need to do a review of our supplemental learning courses, supervised tutoring courses, independent study courses, and variable unit course to see if they are in compliance with the changes made in Title 5
