RESOLUTION 08/09-5 IN OPPOSITION TO PROPOSITION 4

Whereas, for the third time in four years, a ballot measure is proposed for the November 4, 2008 general election which would endanger teens by mandating parental notification 48 hours in advance of a minor terminating a pregnancy; and 

Whereas, said ballot measure is known as Proposition 4; and 

Whereas, parents rightfully want to be involved in their teenagers' lives and most teens do go to their parents when faced with an unintended pregnancy; and 

Whereas, legal mandates cannot effectively enhance family communication but can in fact inhibit a teen from seeking help from qualified and trusted adults; and

Whereas Proposition 4’s inclusion of an "alternative family member notification" is no more than an ineffective state-scripted form letter sent to another relative who may not live in the same town or state; and 

Whereas Prop 4 contains no requirement for counseling and no requirement that the notified adult help her when the teen is in crisis; and 

Whereas, Prop 4’s "judicial bypass" plan would require that vulnerable teens be able to navigate a crowded and complex court system and reveal intimate details about her life to an unfamiliar judge; and 

Whereas, in states with judicial bypass exceptions, obstacles facing the teen have proven to be nearly insurmountable; and

Whereas, Prop 4 will put more teens at risk of harm by setting up barriers to teens getting safe and legal medical care thereby encouraging them into unsafe and illegal avenues to terminate a pregnancy; and

Whereas, Prop 4 is actually a stealth measure to erode women’s rights to choose whether to terminate a pregnancy; and 

Whereas Prop 4 is opposed by the California Teachers Association, the California Association of School Counselors, Planned Parenthood Affiliates of California, and every major medical organization in the State of California as well as major educational and non-profit organizations including:
