Resolution 08/09-8 Against Proposition 9

Whereas, California’s current prison budget is $10 billion dollars, or about 10 percent of the state budget; and 

Whereas, California’s prison budget is encroaching on funds available for education, and; 

Whereas, the state has already committed $7 billion to a prison construction bill; and 

Whereas, Proposition 9 is on the November ballot, and if approved by California voters, Proposition 9 would cost taxpayers “hundreds of millions of dollars annually” due to increased prison spending, according to the State Legislative Analyst’s Office; and

Whereas, Proposition 9 prohibits the early release of any prisoner, including people convicted of nonviolent offenses, for the purpose of relieving overcrowding in California’s jails or prisons and

Whereas, the legislative branch, under Proposition 9 9, would be required to “ensure sufficient funding to adequately house inmates for the full terms of their sentences, and 

Whereas,  Proposition 9 9 would allow the Board of Parole Hearings to deny eligible inmates parole for up to fifteen years. Currently, the board is expected to review cases annually, or no later than 5 years (depending on the offense), therefore be it 

It is hereby Resolved that the Peralta Community College District declares that Proposition 9 is an ineffective approach to public safety and wasteful approach to public spending and further be it 

It is hereby Resolved that the Peralta Governing Board of Trustees declares its opposition to Proposition 9.
