Approval to Issue a Purchase Order to Apple Inc. for the Purchase of Desktop and Laptop Computers for PCCD Faculty

Specific Board Action Requested:
Approval to issue a purchase order to Apple Inc. for the purchase of 72 desktop and laptop computers in the estimated amount of $136,373.59 for PCCD faculty.
Item Summary:

On November 13, 2007, the Board approved the funds to purchase 373 computers for PCCD faculty using Measure A funds.  Of these 373 computers, 72 of them were to be purchased from Apple Inc.  Since Apple Inc., is the sole provider of Apple computers, the District must directly buy these computers from Apple Inc.  Apple Inc. does provide reduced educational rates on their computers and does provide some additional volume discounts.  Based on the District’s volume, the PCCD discounted price is $24,566 (or 16.38%) below retail, which is an additional savings of $6,730 from the normal educational pricing.  
Background/Analysis:
The normal educational discount for Apple computers is approximately 11.89% off list price.  Because the District will be purchasing 72 computers from Apple Inc., the District was able to secure better pricing, for a total discounted price of 16.38% off list.  The following table represent the District’s price and shows both the retail price and the educational price:
