Specific Board Action Requested:  
Approval is requested to enter into contract negotiations with Noll & Tam Architects to provide architectural services for the “drop and replace” Laney College Library project.    
Item Summary:
Authorization is requested to enter into contract negotiations with Noll & Tam Architects for architectural services to “drop and replace” the existing Laney Library.  Services will include design and engineering documentation, preparation of bidding documents, supervision of the construction phase, project estimates, DSA approvals, project close out and commissioning. 

Based on their relevant experience, four firms were selected for consideration from the Board approved short list of architectural firms.  The selected firms were interviewed and evaluated by a committee comprising of stakeholders from Laney College and the Department of General Services.
