PROPOSITION B: STUDENT REPRESENTATION FEE
Shall the Peralta Community College District Board of Trustees require that all students pay one dollar ($1) student representation fee per semester?

Vote “YES” if you are in favor of the student representation fee.  


Vote “NO” if you are not in favor of the student representation fee.

In order for the proposition to pass, two-thirds of the students voting in this election must vote “YES”, and the number of students who vote in this election equals or exceeds the average of the number of students who voted in the previous three student elections.


If students elect to pass this proposition, the following will occur:
· The fees collected will be used to provide for the support of governmental affairs representatives who may be stating their positions and viewpoints before city, county, and district governments, and before offices and agencies of the state government. 
· A student may, for religious, political, financial, or moral reasons, refuse to pay the student representation fee.  
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
