Resolution to Honor Robert “Freeway” Walton & the Men and Women of the Building Trades Unions Whose Labor Constructed the Berkeley City College Facility
Whereas, 
Berkeley City College is our newest and fastest growing college campus in the Peralta Community College District; and

Whereas,
 the Berkeley City College campus is a stunning architectural monument that beautifies and brings honor to both the Peralta Community College District and the City of Berkeley; and 

Whereas, 
the physical structures in which learning takes place make it possible for our faculty, staff and administrators to provide important learning opportunities for the students within the Peralta Community College District; and 

Whereas, 
the labor, skill, and commitment of men and women from the Alameda County building trades unions went into the construction of the Berkeley City College campus; and 

Whereas, 
on January 3, 2006, Robert “Freeway” Walton, a plasterer, fell to his death during the construction of Berkeley City College; and
Whereas, 
principals of social justice call for the recognition and honoring of the working people whose labor makes it possible for our society to flourish; and

Whereas, 
we are a community college district that seeks not only to train, but also to encourage and honor workers in the building trades; and

Whereas, 
it is the intention of the Peralta Community College District to hold a ceremony in the relatively near future dedicating the Berkeley City College building; and
Whereas,
it is customary at such dedications to install a plaque honoring the significant personnel such as Presidents, Trustees, Chancellors, and others whose leadership is recognized as at such times;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Peralta Community College Board of Trustees, in addition to installing such a plaque, also intends at said dedication to honor collectively and individually the men and women of the building trades unions, and in particular to honor Robert Walton, with a plaque that will be publicly displayed and installed at that time;
AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees empowers and directs the Chancellor of the Peralta Community College District to take such action as is appropriate and necessary to carry out the intention of the Board in this matter.
