Curriculum Actions, Item #3
College of Alameda

· Several new courses, including courses in Automotive Technology, Bioinformatics, a variety of courses in Humanities, CIS distance education courses, 

· There are substantive changes to a chemistry course and a physics course, which applies across the district

· As you noted, there are a number of course deactivations

· And there are changes to the Small Business Administration Certificate.

Berkeley City College

· There are new courses in the Education discipline

· There are substantive changes to nine courses, two in the Travel program which is part of the process to revamp the entire program

· There are several courses being deactivated.

· You will note that from page 13-28 in the report, the changes to the Multimedia Arts programs are listed.  While there are some course changes as noted in the narrative on page 13, the majority of the changes are related to the fact that numerous title changes were made to MMART courses this past year.

Laney College

· There are new courses in Machine Technology, Welding, Legal Court Interpreting (the new program Laney is developing), and distance education courses in Business.

· There are various course changes, most notably in ESL, and you will note these same changes at Merritt.

Merritt College

· New courses in Art, Bioscience, Communication, distance education courses in Counseling, and English and ESL for Child Care Workers

· There also are 3 new courses in Medical Assisting

· 9 Landscape Horticulture courses are being given permanent numbers

· There are four pages of course deactivations, as well as a few program deactivations

· And the last action, is the proposal for a new associate degree in Communication, which upon board approval will be sent to the State Chancellor’s Office for approval.

As part of the curriculum efforts, lead faculty are working on the implementation of the new curriculum management system, CurricUNET.  There were tow training sessions held last Friday at Laney which went very well and the plan is for the system to live in the fall.  Further, faculty are fully implementing TaskStream and the SLO/Assessment Coordinators are reporting a good experience with the system and specifically the reports it generates.  There will be a merge between CurricUNET and TaskStream so that the two systems can work together.

In addition to the specific college actions, on page 51 begins the proposed course additions and deletions to the general education subject areas for the associate degree.  You will notice the deletion of courses in English and Mathematics since the graduation requirement for new students will change this fall 2009.

And the last item in the packet is the Substantive Change report from Berkeley City College which was sent to the Accrediting Commission for Community and Junior Colleges (ACCJC).  In this instance, the substantive changes involves the increase in distance education offerings at Berkeley City College such that it is now possible for a student to complete 50% or more of a degree or certificate though distance education – specifically --

Degrees are in Liberal Arts, emphasis Arts and Humanities; Liberal Arts, emphasis Social and Behavioral Sciences; English Language and Literature; Global Studies, and Spanish.  The certificates are the Liberal Arts CSU General Education Breadth Certificate of Achievement; Liberal Arts Intersegmental General Education Transfer Certificate of Achievement and Spanish Certificate of Achievement.

As of May 22, 2009, ACCJC approved the substantive change but noted the following:

The Committee encourages the College to look forward toward the expansion of student support services as they relate to distance learning.  In addition, the Committee recommends the College acquire methods of collecting data on student success and achievement; provide distance learning faculty development training and faculty 
performance evaluations.
