Specific Board Action Requested:  
Approval is requested to enter into an agreement with Gelfand Partners Architects for architectural services for three of the previously Board approved College of Alameda Phase II Short-Term Projects, in the amount of $107,800.    
Item Summary:
Under their proposal, Gelfand Partners Architects will provide architectural services for the following three projects:  Gym Lighting and Skylights, Restroom Upgrade, and Weight Room and Locker Room Remodel at College of Alameda.
