WHEREAS, categorical funding through the Child Care program(s) will have been severely cut and the District is required by California Education Code 88017 to notify affected classified incumbents no earlier than 45 calendar days prior to the effective date of lay-off.

WHEREAS, the following classified position allocations are currently funded by the California Department of Education and the California State Chancellor’s Office and are hereby affected by severe cuts in its budget, effective July 1, 2010:
