Laney college student body president gave an update on upcoming college events.  Speakers Storm and Washburn from COA presented their college activities update.  They asked for consideration to have multiple bus pick-up locations for the Sacramento action on March 22nd.  Speaker Snell from BCC gave an update on their college activities.  He also asked for a few buses to pick up students at BCC.  Speaker Marlen from Merritt College announced the March 12th student elections, and she gave an update on student campus activities.  Speaker Lofstrom-Perez also provided the Board with an update on college student committee events at Laney College, including women's history month events.

Speaker Weintraub asked people to come to Sacramento and to push legislators to give added funds for our schools.  Speaker Jones, a Laney college student, shared that the parking lot safety officers are ineffective, and she petitioned the Board to look into the problem.  Speaker Trice, Jr. asked for the Native American study classes to remain intact, which are wonderful classes.  He asks legislators not to make the proposed education cuts, and not to balance the State budget on the back of students.  Speaker Handa shared that Merritt bakery is having financial problems, and that the movie "Up" hamburger originated there.  Oakland businesses feel that parking is one of their biggest obstacles.  $27M goes to the city's general fund from parking fines.  Speaker Hutton shared that dues are being deducted from Financial Aid, and he asked why that can’t be done at Laney College.  He wanted to know if we could advocate with the City of Oakland to allow Laney students to park in their less than full lots.

	Consider Approval of Recommendation Regarding Student Trustee Term and Student Election Presenter: Trustee Gulassa  Consider approval of the recommendation to allow students pursuant to Board Policy 4.45 and in accordance with Administration Procedure 4.45 to place on a future student election ballot a proposal to modify the current two-year term limit on the office of student trustees.  At the Board of Trustees Meeting 2-23-10, members of the SESE Board Committee proposed a policy change that eliminated term limits for student trustees. This proposal was forwarded to the Policy Standards and Management committee for a hearing to which student leaders were invited.  The overwhelming student response prior to and at the hearing held 2-25-10 was to grant students an opportunity to debate for themselves the term, qualifications and responsibilities of student trustees at a future student election as prescribed by Administrative Procedure 4.45.  cf. Speaker Claige, BCC senator, supports extending the terms, to allow the students to be able to then say who they want to represent them.  She has a petition for extending the terms.  She feels it is a learning curve for students, and that it takes time to learn the job. Speaker Davis, Laney College Senator, believes in term limits.  Ideally a student is only here for two years, and if a student trustee can’t make a meaningful change during that time, then the trustee should step down.  Speaker Hong asked for clarification about the student trustees’ duties, since some never help with the student needs or attend the associate student government meetings.  He feels that two years is enough time at a community college for a student trustee to serve.  Speaker Lofstrom-Perez feels that the term limits should stay as they are.  Speaker Williams feels that one should attend community college for two years, and that it should not be someone’s career.  She would like for the student trustees to groom the future student leaders.  She asked that the student trustees work with the current student leaders and associate student groups.  Speaker Smith feels that it would help and groom future student leadership for a student trustee to serve one added year.  Speaker Snell feels that the student trustee should have the option to run for an added year, but clarifies that they don’t automatically stay in the office without election.  Speaker Washburn thanked Trustee Gulassa for being so supportive of all of the students at the Board policy review committee meeting.  She supports the recommendation to let the students hear about the issue over the next year prior to it going to election.

	Consider Approval of Health Fee Resolution Amendment Presenter: Vice Chancellor Allen  Consider approval of Health Fee Resolution amendment.  The Board unanimously passed a Health Fee Resolution on January 26, 2010 to assess each student seventeen dollars ($17) for each semester and fourteen dollars ($14) for each summer session or intercession of at least four weeks, effective 2010 fall semester. There will be a ten dollar ($10) fee for part-time students, enrolled in less than nine units per semester, summer session, or intercession.  The Board is requested is to revise the Health Fee Resolution by deleting the paragraph: "Be it resolved that the Board hereby also assesses ten dollars ($10) for part-time students (that is, students enrolled less than nine units per semester, summer session, or intercession). For every year afterwards, Board shall assess an increase by one dollar ($1) whenever the Implicit Price Deflator for State and Local Government Purchase of Goods and Services calculation produces an increase of one dollar above existing fee."  There should be one fee for all students ($17 for each semester and fourteen dollars $14 for each summer session), because students may enroll as full time and then drop to part time during the semester. This would result in students requesting refunds for the difference in fee amounts. Also, part time students will have the same access to the Health Services as the full time students, so the fee should be the same. All Board recommended contracts are subject to negotiation and execution by the Chancellor.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

	Consider Approval for Contract Extension with Hicks Consulting Group Presenter: Associate Vice Chancellor Lam  Extension is requested for an agreement with Hicks Consulting Group to provide support and maintenance for Peralta’s Mainframe and Financial Aid (SAFE) systems.  This agreement includes special requests and support of the existing software for the remaining Fiscal Year 2009-2010. The compensation shall be, but not to exceed $72,000.  The following contract is for John Walker, Tom Cluster, and Belinda Flowers-Birch.  They are former Peralta employees who assisted in the development and support of the legacy system.  Their responsibilities will include maintenance of COBOL programs and software packages used in the Mainframe and the Financial Aid (SAFE) application.  Reallocation of $72,000 from Ciber SOW#17 (Project Management - Board Approved on 01/27/2009 for $997,920; Remaining balances as of 03/01/2010: $954,376.95) to Hicks Consulting Group.  All Board recommended contracts are subject to negotiation and execution by the Chancellor.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

	Consider Ratification of Change Order No. 1, Short Term Construction Project at Berkeley City College, AJF/BHM, A Joint Venture  Presenter:  Vice Chancellor Ikharo  Ratification is requested for Change Order No. 1 to the contract with AJF/BHM, A Joint Venture for the Short Term Construction Project at Berkeley City College.  The change order totals $25,362, which is 3.6% of the original contract amount ($703,318).  The change work includes: Install continuous T-Bar ceiling at first floor mailroom area and frame/sheetrock reveal due to unforeseen condition not captured on design documents (architect initiated change); Add sound seal floor padding at carpet in classrooms per college request to mitigate sound transfer to multi-media classrooms (college requested change); Modifications to the kiosk on the first floor to accommodate an LCD monitor (college requested change); Additional access panels for maintenance of motorized door openers throughout building (architect initiated change); Additional power, controls and duct detectors for fire smoke damper (architect initiated change); Three credits resulting from owner initiated changes: Credit for deleting paint in Rooms 151 and 165; Deletion of two projection screens in the 4th floor conference rooms; Decrease in terrazzo scope.  It was necessary for the contractor to perform this work to better support campus maintenance and operations as well as to meet requirements of the educational curriculum.  In accordance with Board Policy 6.83, approval was requested from the Chancellor for the change order work, and the items are now brought before the Board for ratification.  It has been determined that it is in the best interests of the District and financially prudent to authorize the change order.  Funding Source:  Measure A, as approved by the voters in Peralta’s constituency and authorized under Resolution 05/06-45, Exhibit A-1, Berkeley City College, "Plumbing, electrical, mechanical system upgrades and improvements," and "Remodeling classroom space."  All Board recommended contracts are subject to negotiation and execution by the Chancellor.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

	Consider Approval to Issue an Open Purchase Order for Bid No. 09-10/08, Paper Towels and Tissue Paper for the District, to Starline Supply Company, in the Amount of $81,686.93  Presenter:  Vice Chancellor Ikharo  A formal bid was conducted for Paper Towels and Tissue Paper for the District, in which the District solicited bids for the purchase of 900 cases of paper towels and 900 cases of toilet tissue.  The District estimates throughout the year it will purchase approximately 900 cases of each product.  The bid allowed the District to lock in the pricing for the paper products and to issue individual Purchase Orders for the delivery of the paper product, on an as-needed basis.  Based on the satisfactory performance by the vendor, the District may elect to purchase additional quantities above and beyond the 900 cases (or beyond the one- year term) up to a maximum of two (2) years, at the costs quoted in this bid.  The District specified the paper products had to be Kimberly Clark Brand (or equivalent brand that could be used in the Distict-owned Kimberly Clark dispensers) and must be 100% post consumer waste for the paper towels, and a minimum of 20% post consumer waste for the toilet tissue.  A total of five vendors submitted bids, and two firms submitted alternate bids, as follows: Vendor and Location Bid Amount Alternate Bid Unisource, Pleasanton, CA $80,511.50 None Starline Supply Company,  Oakland CA $81,686.93 $75,787.86 CleanSource Inc., San Jose, CA $82,516.64 None HD Supply, San Diego, CA $89,312.36 None Staples Advantage, Newark, CA $92,571.93 $82,170.92 Starline Supply Company is an approved Small Local Business Enterprise (SLBE), and when the District applies the 5% SLBE preference, their bid is considered the lowest responsive, responsible bid.  The alternative bid submitted by Starline does not meet the District’s Environmentally Sustainability criteria for the post consumer waste content, and was not evaluated.  Approval is recommended to issue an open purchase order to Starline Supply company for the paper products for a period of one year.  The estimated cost, based on use of approximately 900 cases of paper towels and 900 cases of toilet tissue, is $81,686.93.  Funding Source:  District General Funds.    All Board recommended contracts are subject to negotiation and execution by the Chancellor.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

	Consider Approval of Budget for Gymnasium Kalwal Project at College of Alameda  Presenter:  Vice Chancellor Ikharo  Approval is requested for a budget in the amount of $410,058.40 for the installation of kalwals on the existing gymnasium mansard roof.  A kalwal is a translucent fenestration similar to a skylight.  This project covers the installation of four kalwals, which will provide natural lighting to the gymnasium resulting in energy savings.  The work includes all aspects of the project:  demolition, layout, measurements, order and in-field installation.  This work was originally included in the scope of work for one of the College of Alameda modernization and short-term projects (Lighting Upgrades to Bldg. B, D and G/Bldg. G Weight Room and Minor Accessibility Improvements and Toilet Room Modernization at Bldgs.
