ITEM SUMMARY:

The Advanced Technological Education (ATE) grant focuses on the education of technicians for the high-technology fields that drive our nation’s economy. If funded, the grant would involve partnerships between College of Alameda, San Francisco City College, and employers to promote GEOGRAPHIC Information Systems (GIS) improvements in the education of community college levels.  The ATE grant supports curriculum development; professional development of college faculty and secondary school teachers; career pathways to two-year colleges from secondary schools to four year institutions; and other activities. 
The amount requested ranges between $70,000 to $5,000,000.
