	Review of Search Firm Presentations and Interviews (30 minutes - 10 minutes per firm)    The Board will hear presentations from three Executive Search Firms and receive their proposals.  Board members will rank the presentations and interview the firms. 


Board questions for PPL were then taken.  Trustee Guillen asked what parameters are used to get on the firm and hiring agency onto same page.  They conduct many meetings to discuss the opportunities, challenges, and characteristics the interest groups are seeking, and they then create a report to the Board from which they create a job announcement.  Trustee Handy asked how long the search will take, and it is estimated to take six to ten months.  Trustee Riley asked what geographical area is used, given that many resources in California are dry.  They take advantage of all of their national contacts and existing leadership programs.  Trustee Riley stated that it is critical for a Chancellor to also be a good fundraiser.  Trustee Gulassa commented that the firm has a distinguished track record of clients.  Trustee Handy shared that a past search firm failed miserably, in her opinion, at Peralta.  She asked what needs to be in place to guarantee an adequate pool of applicants.  They don’t look for any shortcuts to find the best leaders.  They also rely on their colleagues’ networking help, and help from the Board’s colleagues.  Trustee Riley asked if they have advertised outside of the education arena, and they will recommend a full spectrum of resources and professional organizations to run ads.

Board questions for CCSS were then taken.  Trustee Gulassa was impressed by the presentation and services provided.  He asked if it makes it harder for us to find a candidate with our current challenges.  It is a rare district that doesn’t have problems with finances, accreditation, or leadership issues, and he the goal is to make a leadership match.  In particular, this is still a desirable place for people to want to come to work and live.  He would like to start to speak about Peralta’s needs at ACCA.  Trustee Withrow feels there’s a sales process that needs to occur, detailing the organization’s pros and cons, but he doesn’t feel the position will be an easy sell.  The firm shared that we offer a rich history and tradition at our four colleges, and that we have a lot to offer a potential candidate.  Trustee Riley asked what skills should be emphasized in the position, such as fundraising skills.  Group meetings and Board direction will set the parameters for that, and they can focus on the person’s funding history from private institutions and grant agencies, for example.

Board questions for ACCT were then taken.  They suggest a public retreat to start the process to identify possible problematic areas to consider, and candidate criteria.  Trustee Guillen asked about a possible site visit.  They feel that people are usually very candid in this process, which is often very helpful to the Trustees.  Trustee Gulassa asked how many searches they are conducting at present, which will be reported back. They are independent contractors, and ACCT pays for their expenses to travel and attend conferences. Trustee Handy asked how the team is created, and the assignment process was presented, that there are two primary people assigned to a search, with a larger team at their disposal.

ASSOCIATED STUDENT GOVERNMENT REPRESENTATIVES REPORT  7:30 P.M. At this time in the meeting, representatives of the associated student governments will be afforded an opportunity to address the Board.  (Please provide your name and position, and line-up to speak.) 

Speaker Lynch with the Associated Students at Merritt College gave an update that student elections are upcoming and that women’s history month was a success.  Speaker Storm, student government VP of Administration, at COA submitted a written report, sharing that student elections are forthcoming, 20 students will be inducted into Phi Beta Kappa, and 4 students will attend the student senate general assembly in Los Angeles.  There will be a student awards ceremony and graduation, and the retirement of devoted student advisor Camille Hopkins.  She understands that it is tough economic times, and she will work on a transition plan for COA childcare families, such as a possible shuttle service.  

 

COMMUNICATIONS FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC  7:40 P.M. (Please line-up to speak when your name is called.)  This portion of the agenda provides an opportunity for members of the public to address the Board on matters not included on this agenda.  A maximum of 15 minutes (3 minutes per individual maximum) will be provided for speakers under this agenda item.  Requests to speak which cannot be honored within the time limit will be scheduled for subsequent meetings in the order received.  Under the Brown Act, Trustees and District staff are not allowed to discuss and/or take formal action at today’s meeting on items brought before them under this item.  Trustees and District staff are only allowed to respond briefly.  Persons submitting cards to address an item included on the agenda will be called upon at the time the agenda item is considered by the Board, and comments on tangential issues not directly related to the item may be ruled out of order.  Cards must be received prior to the Board’s consideration of the item and are honored in the order the cards are received by the recording secretary.  Written statements can be submitted to the Board Clerk for inclusion in the Board minutes. 

Speaker Zamudio works at Bananas and has 3 small children, and asks the Board to reconsider the decision to close the COA childcare center.  She also presented a letter from Bananas, which is attached to the minutes.  Speaker Araica wants to share that Skyline College found funds to give two added years to their childcare program, and she asks the Board to consider alternative funding.  Speaker Berezin urges the Board to reconsider their decision on this matter.  Speaker Adame shares that it’s a very hard time on the COA childcare families now, and she feels that its closure will hurt her child’s future.  Speaker Watson feels that the parents will do whatever they can do to help to volunteer at the center, and feels there are added grants available to help to fund the center.  Speaker Mason is a working mother and not a student.  She feels that taking a bus or car to drop-off a child at the Laney childcare center instead would be very difficult for working families.  She feels that some students don’t have support from families to help them with their childcare.  Speaker Yonous is a COA and BCC student, who doesn’t have any family here and is a single mother.  She feels that if she didn’t have that center, she won’t be able to finish her education.  She asks that a solution be found to help her.  Speaker Trice Laney student asked the Board to restore the budget cuts which have been devastating to him.  Speaker Washburn feels that closure of the childcare center will prevent new community college opportunities to the community.  She is aware of the financial crisis at the District, and recognizes that this decision has been delayed for two years until now.  Speaker Weintraub announced a CFT and PFT rally on Wednesday, April 21st asking for a fair tax system to fund necessary programs, such as childcare funding. She feels we should change the priorities of the State and the District budget.  Speaker Miller feels that the Board is on a capital war waged against the poor, and that the Board is responsible to the wealthy, making the working class pay for their budget crisis.  Speaker Lara clarified agenda items 8 and 9, sharing that SEIU Local 1021 would like to work with the District to find negotiation solutions to keep the childcare center open at COA.  Speaker James announced a meeting on the Lake Merritt area plan on April 14th at the MTC 6-8 p.m., a "Making Connections" conference at Merritt May 1st for African American organizations, and asked about the closed session vote allocations.  Speaker Tinonga asked for no budget cuts at Peralta.  He is disappointed that the mother’s had to come before the Board twice to discuss the issue, and he asked that the item be reagendized.  He asked the Board not to balance the budget on the backs of mothers.  Speaker West is a BCC student who feels those with the least opportunity will be denied an education, and that we should protect those most vulnerable in society.  Speaker Killings has a 3 year old son.  He asked that the COA childcare center remain open.  He feels that it’s unfair to close that center, and that mothers’ priorities don’t matter to the Board.  He went to visit the Laney childcare center and did not find comparable services. Speaker Shaw is a member of the Black student union, an ex-convict, and a parent.  He is concerned that his children’s education will be delayed if he can’t send them to a neighborhood center close to his home.  Speaker Rubin is a member of the public.  He doesn’t feel that anyone except the audience is taking the crisis seriously at all, and that a childcare center would be the last thing he would consider to cut.  Speaker Seminus feels it’s a shame that the Board voted for the closure, and she asked the Board to act for the students’ interests and not the Chancellor.  She feels that the international student funds have disappeared, and asked that the childcare issue return to the Board agenda, as well.  Speaker Robinson is a Laney student who feels the shut down is based on confusions and half-truths.  He feels there’s a disconnect between the District and the students.  The students state that they can’t travel the two miles from COA to Laney.  He feels the financial information submitted is incorrect.  He feels the childcare center should be saved for an extra year.  He feels that this is a democracy crisis, and not a budget crisis.  Speaker Gerson teaches at Castlemont High School.  He feels that what students receive is inversely proportional to what they deserve.  He feels money goes to banks and the wealthy, but not to childcare, and that society’s priorities are reversed.  He feels this is leading to a privatization of education.  Speaker Cochran is a Laney student who demands that the childcare issue be placed on a future agenda.  He felt that the money was there when raises were needed, but that it’s not there for certain other projects.  Speaker Brown is a Laney college instructor.  He feels that the students and parents are being truthful, and everything they’ve shared is equally applicable to the students in his classroom.  He feels we are at a turning point in society.  He feels there are two agendas for education, one with a business, private agenda.  He feels that cutting funds won’t save Peralta.  He asks the Board to either to comply with the business agenda, or fight for education.
