Speaker Davis, Laney College, shared about Malcolm X and Cinco de Mayo celebrations, election run-offs, blood drive, town hall meeting, Asian Heritage month, and the Spring sport’s banquet.  Speaker Marlin, Merritt College, attended the student general assembly.  She asked for more communications on student initiatives, wait list policies, the health initiative, and early enrollment.  Speaker Snell, BCC, shared they are awaiting run-off election results, and had a successful Cinco de Mayo celebration.

Early enrollment e-mails have gone to faculty for them to urge their current students to enroll early, and public service announcements have been sent, as well.  E-mails will also go out to all of the students in the future to enroll as early as possible.  The OPEB bond fund has about $153M in assets, with a purpose not just for retiree health care, but to help with even flow payments for the health care debt obligations as employee’s retire.  In 2028, 12% of our general fund will pay for retiree health care.  Dr. Allen added that we’re still negotiating with AC Transit on the 2010-11 EasyPass contract.  We have exceeded 1 million rides provided from the program.  The health services MOU is being reviewed between the Asian Health services agency and the District.  Trustee González Yuen asked to see the benefits listed on future EasyPass update sheets, listing the number of rides taken and riders using the system.  IT reported that the data system will be down briefly this week during new equipment installation.  The Chancellor will update the Board as to when the IT Master Plan can be anticipated.  

 

Mike Lenahan, Acting CFO, gave an update on the budget calendar and State May revise budget.  The May revise will be presented by the Governor this Friday, looking at the State’s $20 billion deficit.  Tax return revenues were less than expected.  The State is supposed to pass its budget by June 30th, but it usually comes in late.  Our recovery team will be working on the Peralta 2010-11 budget.

	PUBLIC HEARING: Consider Approval of Resolution 09/10-48 to Eliminate Certain    Services and Related Layoff Notices Presenter: Chancellor Harris  Consider approval of Resolution 09/10-48 to eliminate certain services and related layoff notices.  Under the Principles for Sound Fiscal Management adopted by the Community College Board of Governors, Title 5, California Code of Regulations, §58311, each District shall be responsible for the ongoing fiscal stability of the District through the responsible stewardship of available resources.  The State fiscal crisis has had a devastating impact on the District’s financial condition, and District-wide approaches to address the reduction of funding for General Fund positions will likely require significant reductions and/or discontinuance/elimination of current services.  The Board of Trustees complies with California Education Code §§88005, 88117, and 88127 in its deletion of affected positions; and the District is required by California Education Code §88017 to notify affected classified incumbents no earlier than 45 calendar days prior to the effective date of lay-off.  The resolution references Collective Bargaining Agreement section 30.3.1 which states that layoffs are the only fiscally viable response to any adverse budgetary situation.  The following classified position allocations are hereby affected by lack of funds, effective July 1, 2010:

	Consider Clarification that the Decision to Augment Child Care Services is Within the Chancellor’s Jurisdiction Presenter:  Vice Chancellor Allen    On April 21, 2010, the District received a cure and correct complaint stating that the District violated the Brown Act when it proceeded to close the Childcare Center at College of Alameda and then re-routed the services to Laney College without formal board approval at a public meeting.  The complaint is premised on the position that in order to close the Center and re-route the services, a Board vote is legally required.  The complaint demanded a cure and correction within 30 days under state law.  The Board clarifies that the decision to augment child care services is within the jurisdiction of the Chancellor. 


 

Speaker Robinson protested feeling that the child care center closure was not previously properly agendized and didn’t give adequate public notice.  He asked the Board to listen to the public’s wishes, to properly agendize the issue, and to reconsider closing the center.  His comments are attached to the minutes.  The Chancellor shared that we’re working hard to keep the childcare center open as the objective.  Speaker Watson-Hajjem is heartened by the Chancellor’s and Board’s efforts to know that the center may stay open, which is wonderful news to the students and families.  She knows that the Board cares about the students and their education.  She shares that she and other families want to work with the Board in a partnership.  She invites the Trustees to visit the center, to see the kids and staff in action.  Speaker Longschneider, COA childcare coordinator, thanked the parents for attending the meeting and for their work on the parent task force.  Speaker Mayr is a parent.  He shared that the parents’ group is very committed, working to find ways to keep the center doors open.  He asked about the reserve funds for this program, and feels that the District grant writer should be made available to them.  He feels it’s the only affordable center on the island of Alameda, and that the Board is making the wrong decision to close it. 

 

Trustee Gulassa appreciates the diligence of the parent community, and he repeated that the Chancellor is committed to keep the center open.  He asked for clarification on the agenda item with Board policy references in the future.  He thanked Mr. Robinson for his thoughtful comments.

	Consider Approval of Resolution 9/10-41, Accept Bid and Award Contract, Peralta TV Building Package (Bid No. 09-10/22), Modular Structures International, Inc.  Presenter:  Vice Chancellor Ikharo  Approval is requested to accept the bid and award a contract to Modular Structures International, Inc., in the amount of $215,750.00, for the Peralta TV Building Package (Bid No. 09-10/22).  This project involves the procurement, modification, delivery and installation of two (2) DSA pre-certified modular structures, and includes the following scope of work: Sale, delivery and installation of two (2) triple-wide DSA pre-certified steel frame modular buildings (including access ramps and stairs) to the District Administrative Complex (333 East 8th Street, Oakland) Interior modifications per the design documents (drawings and specifications) prepared by the architect of record Provision of stamped and signed documents of modified modular buildings for submittal by the architect of record to DSA All modifications to the modular buildings will happen off site at the manufacturing facility of Modular Structures International, Inc.  Upon completion of the building modifications, the structures will be delivered and installed at the District Administrative Complex site.  The procurement and modification of the modular buildings is one of two scopes of work for the relocation of Peralta TV.  The request for approval of the contract for Modular Structures International, Inc. represents the first scope.  The second scope of work is for site preparation necessary to deliver and install the modular buildings.  The site package is currently being bid and is scheduled to conclude by the end of May.  The request to approve the contract for the site work is targeted for the Board meeting of June 8, 2010.  It is necessary to begin modifications of the modular buildings by May 15, 2010 in order to complete the work by July 15, 2010 to avoid delaying construction of the Laney Tower Modernization project.  A formal bid was conducted for this project (09-10/20), and a bid opening was held on April 2, 2010.  Four bids were received, as follows: CONTRACTOR LOCATION TOTAL BID Modular Structures International, Inc. 	Consider Approval of Resolution 9/10-42, Accept Bid and Award Contract, Gymnasuim Kalwall at College of Alameda (Bid No. 09-10/25), John Plane Construction, Inc.  Presenter:  Vice Chancellor Ikharo  Approval is requested to accept the bid and award a contract to John Plane Construction, Inc., in the amount of $550,024.00, for the Gymnasium Kalwall at College of Alameda (Bid No. 09-10/25).  This project provides for the installation of kalwall, a translucent fenestration similar to a skylight, on four sides of the existing gymnasium.  This will provide natural daylight to the gymnasium, resulting in energy savings.  A formal bid was conducted for this project (Bid No. 09-10/25), and a bid opening was held on April 27, 2010.  One bid was received, and it is recommended that a contract be awarded to that bidder, John Plane Construction, Inc., in the amount of $550,024.00.

Although eight contractors attended the mandatory job walk, only one bid was received at the bid opening.  The original budget was estimated at $318,644.00 in 2007.  From discussion with contractors who did not bid, staff believes the current bid is higher than anticipated and bidding response was limited due to the small project size, the requirement for the PLA, and the limitations of the existing DSA shop drawings.  This work was originally to be performed under the contract with Hung Construction for the Lighting Upgrades to Bldg. B, D and G/Bldg. G Weight Room and Minor Accessibility Improvements and Toilet Room Modernization at Bldgs. B, L and Diesel Mechanics project.  Due to the inordinately long approval of the kalwall shop drawings by the Division of the State Architect (DSA), this portion of the project was delayed for installation during the non-rainy season.  However, Hung Construction informed the District in January 2010 that they are closing their business and could not accept a delay to this portion of the work.  At the meeting of March 9, 2010, the Board approved a budget of $410,058.40 to competitively bid the kalwall as a separate project, which included an estimated construction budget of $318,644.00.  Funding was to come from bid savings on other College of Alameda Short Term and Modernization projects.  This bid savings will cover the additional amount now required to complete the project.  Installation of the kalwall and the necessary support requires opening up about ten feet along the perimeter on each side of the Gymnasium roof.  The work cannot be performed during the rainy season without risking water damage to the new flooring in the recently modernized Gymnasium.  Because the bidding process takes about two-and-a-half months, if the contract is not awarded at this time, the re-bid would have to be postponed until next year.  Even if the project is re-bid, the department does not anticipate that additional bids would be received.  The Board Facilities and Land Use Committee and the Board of Trustees have previously approved this project, because the gymnasium kalwalls were included in the scope of work for an approved College of Alameda Phase II modernization and short-term project (Lighting Upgrades to Bldg. B, D and G/Bldg. G Weight Room and Minor Accessibility Improvements and Toilet Room Modernization at Bldgs. B, L and Diesel Mechanics).  Allocation of Measure A funding for the Phase II modernization and short-term projects was approved at the Board meeting of October 9, 2007.  The scope of work for this particular project was originally part of the contract awarded to Hung Construction at the Board meeting of April 21, 2009.  Funding Source:  Measure A, as approved by the voters in Peralta’s constituency and authorized under Resolution 05/06-45, Exhibit A-1, College of Alameda, "Remodeling and equipping classroom and campus facilities." Budget code:  1-63-391-6206-1-710000-2345-00.  All Board recommended contracts are subject to negotiation and execution by the Chancellor.  The Chancellor recommends approval. Trustee González Yuen asked for a side direction by the administration on the agreement.  He approves of the agreement in general.  He is worried that we don’t have a budget for next year.  He doesn’t like the idea to save the older retirees the cost, and feels that younger employees will hold the cost for the older retirees, and feels it’s a poor agreement for younger employees.  He feels that it balances the budget by reducing services, but that it’s a problem, without addressing the issue of the reduction of part-timers who have lost jobs.  He’s like to direct to the administration to by Feb 2011 to report from a committee established to examine health benefits, including younger stakeholders.  He wants to see strict enforcement for overload extra service contracts, and to report on these issues.  He is asking this as a side piece, and not affecting the contract proposal.  He also shared that 50% of the district that making over $100T are faculty member.  He feels that there should be a shared sacrifice plan should present a plan that not just administrators work hard, so that future cuts are done in a context presented by the administrators.  Chancellor feels this is inappropriate suggestions at this time, but that they are part of negotiation issues that can be addressed in the future.  The benefits committee can return with a report by February.  

Speaker Weintraub shared that 97% of faculty approved the contract extension which brings stability, demonstrates everyone’s willingness to work together to solve issues.  Faculty have been deeply affected by cuts and the structural deficit.  Union can’t control layoff of part-time faculty, section closing.  They have given back in the health benefit area.  Younger faculty served on the negotiation team.  Speaker Brown, Laney instructor, younger faculty member.  He doesn't fear the union contract or the Board.  He is angry at the corporate position that has put us into the current financial predicament.  Speaker Hampton, Laney part-time instructor, supports the proposed contract extension.  She trusts and supports her union, and participates fully in their meetings.  Her comments are attached to the minutes.

Type of Parking Current Fee (since 2008) Proposed Fee Parking Lot Meter Fees (Daily) $  1.00 $  2.00 Semester Passes (Fall/Spring) $40.00 No Change Semester Passes (Summer) $20.00 No Change At the Board meeting of April 22, 2008, daily parking fees were increase from $.50 to $1.00 per day.  Fees for semester passes were also increased to the current amounts.  Fiscal accounting regulations limit the use of the parking fee revenue.  Revenue cannot be used for specific projects such as student government/club spending.  The estimated net revenue for the 2009-10 fiscal year, at the current daily fee of $1.00, is $214,381.  The estimated projected net revenue for the 2010-11 fiscal year, at the proposed daily fee of $2.00, is $462,762.  The proposed increases will assist in providing funding to: Sustain maintenance activities such as repairs on both real property (i.e., infrastructure) and capital renewal projects that are associated with parking lots at the campuses. Upgrade infrastructure such as the installation of security cameras and lighting upgrades, District-wide.  Because parking lots are utilized on a daily basis, especially the Laney parking lot, there is a responsibility to upgrade security infrastructure in order to ensure the safety of life and property for Peralta’s students, staff, faculty and visitors. Assist in budget augmentation for security providers for the District, i.e., Alameda County Sheriff’s Office and Securitas Security Services. In February 2010, a survey was conducted of the Bay 10 colleges to determine what other districts charge for parking.  Peralta’s current fee of $1.00 for daily parking is the lowest of the thirteen colleges surveyed.  With the exception of one college charging $3.00 per day, the daily fee for all others was $2.00.  Approval is requested to increase District daily parking fee to $2.00.  Administrative Policy 6.43 Parking and Transportation Services Fees will be modified to reflect the increased daily parking fee.  The proposed fee increase has been discussed and approved by the Board Facilities and Land Use Committee at the meeting of April 15, 2010.  As due diligence, information on the proposed parking fee increase was disseminated to Associated Student Councils at the colleges.  Funding Source:  The increased fees will provide additional funds for appropriate and much needed infrastructure, capital improvement and security projects.  All Board recommended contracts are subject to negotiation and execution by the Chancellor. Speaker vanPutten asked about security upgrades, and wondered why they need supplementing if they are covered by Measure A funds. Speaker James objects to the fee increase.  He feels that the student counsel associated governments were not included in this process.  The representatives were sent a memorandum of intent, but students weren’t included in meetings.  He also feels that the Ed Code section states that there is a legal maximum of combined fees that shall not be $60, which we’ve exceeded.  He also suggested that students carpool more to school.      

 

Chancellor clarified that the $2 daily parking rate is an exception to the stated statute.  Funds are for parking lot fees and fees to run to lot.  At the Laney lot, we have many parkers who are not students for daily parking.  We are looking to bring some of the program enforcement charges in-house in the future, as well. Dr. Ikharo commented that we can’t use Measure A funds for ongoing maintenance and repairs.  For new construction, it can be used for this.  Dr. Ikharo has asked for student comments and he didn’t receive any feedback.  He would be glad to meet with the student representatives.  

 

Trustee González Yuen asked for friendly amendments to the motion, which were accepted, that there is no mention of funds to augment any EasyPass supplement program, and he wants all permissible expenditures, even those not mentioned, be included here in the motion.  We have student workers doing security, and he advises that they need uniforms and better training.  He asked that before this is implemented, that Dr. Ikharo meet with the two student trustees and Associated Student leadership.
