Subject: Important Information on Parity Pay

In response to the California’s fiscal crisis, the Governor signed into law major revisions to the 2009-10 State Budget.  To help community college districts manage the deep cuts in the in the 2009-10 State Budget, AB X4 2 (the education budget trailer bill) provided for categorical flexibility for districts for some categorical programs.   As such, districts are allowed and encouraged to redirect funds from any of the approved categorical programs to support any other categorical program in the State Budget.  This means that the State, through, AB X4 2 no longer funded “parity as a specific program in the budget.”

On September 15, 2009, the District held the required public hearing notifying the interested parties of “the District’s intent to redirect funds, from the following categorical funded programs.”  That list included, “Part-Time Faculty Compensation.”  In December, 2008, the PCCD reached agreement with the Peralta Federation of Teachers through June 30, 2010 on a number of items.  Provision (e) reads, “Current practice for parity pay will continue for FY 2009-10 as long as the state continues to fund parity as a specific program in the budget.”

Under the budget trailer bill, AB X4 2, the State gave flexibility to Districts to move funds from certain categorical designated programs to any categorical programs.  Consistent with the categorical flexibility in AB X4 2 and the “Letter of Agreement for Extension of Collective Bargaining Agreement Between the Peralta Community College District and the Peralta Federation of Teachers Through June 30, 2010,” provision (e), the District did not fund “Part Time Faculty Compensation” for the 2009-10 fiscal year.   Due to provision (d) of that same Agreement, the District has funded “Part Time Faculty Office Hours” and “Part Time Faculty Health Insurance” for fiscal year 2009-10 even though the State allowed for flexibility in these areas.  

Due to the State’s flexibility, contract provision (e), and the Peralta Community College District’s own structural budget deficit, the District opted to utilize the categorical flexibility in AB X4 2 and did not fund “Part Time Faculty Compensation” for the 2009-10 fiscal year.
