Peralta Federation of Teachers (the “PFT”) and Peralta Community College District (the “District”) Tentative Agreement – Article 21 (Salary Schedule) and Article 25 (Professional Development).
Specific Board Action Requested:  
Approval of the Tentative Agreement for proposed changes in Article 21 (Salary Schedule) and Article 25 (Professional Development)
Item Summary:

On February 4, 2008, the PFT and the District met to finalize two outstanding issues one on faculty salary and the other in professional development.  The District shall provide additional funding to fully fund the 25-step faculty salary schedule effective July 1, 2007.  It was also agreed that effective July 1, 2007, there will no longer be a longevity stipend.  This agreement also allows part-time faculty to work during intersession and not have it count towards load for purposes of achieving probationary status (new section E1 in Article 31 – attached).  
With the approval of this agreement, both parties agree to develop an on-line form to record Professional Development activities of the faculty.  The form shall be submitted by contract faculty each semester prior to the first week of instruction of the following semester.
