Approval to Piggyback on Foundation for California Community Colleges (FCCC) Contract with KI Furniture for Furniture Needs for Buildings D through G and the Welcome Center at Laney College
Specific Board Action Requested:  
Approval to authorize the District to piggyback on the FCCC Contract Number CA0918B with KI Furniture to purchase furniture for Buildings D through G and the Welcome Center at Laney College, in the combined amount of $318,850.19.
Item Summary:

FCCC provides several competitively bid, piggybackable contracts for community colleges districts to use for the purchase of academic and administrative furniture.  These piggybackable contracts save the districts time and expense by not having to competitively bid each project.  KI Furniture is one of the vendors with a formal contract, # CA0918B with FCCC, to provide academic furniture to community colleges.  Under Public Contract Code 20652, the governing board of any community college district without advertising for bids, and when that board has determined it to be in the best interests of the district, may purchase materials and equipment utilizing these piggybackable contracts.  The District would like to utilize the FCCC (KI Contract # CA0918B) for the District’s furniture needs.

Background/Analysis:

Under the FCCC contract, the pricing for the KI furniture is based on a percentage discount off the list price.  The discount varies depending on the amount of the purchase.  For example, the discount for (delivered and installed) furniture between $500,001 to $750,000 is 57% off list price.
The District currently has two major projects that when combined, fall in the above range and allow us to receive the 57% discount off list price.  They are as follows:
