Approval to Piggyback on California Multiple Award Schedules (CMAS) Contract with John Deere Company (though Reed Equipment Company, the Local Distributor for John Deere Products) for Purchase of Equipment for the District Grounds Department
Specific Board Action Requested:  
Approval to authorize the District to piggyback on the CMAS Contract Number 4-07-51-0019A, with John Deere Comapny (through Reed Equipment Company, the local distributor) to purchase equipment for the District Grounds Department in the amount of $149,359.44.
Item Summary:
Reed Equipment Company is the local distributor for the John Deere Company.  The District would like to use the CMAS Contract 4-07-51-0019A (with John Deere) to purchase John Deere equipment through their local distributor, Reed Equipment Company.  The equipment consists of two front rotary mowers, one wide area (11 foot) mower, two electric personnel Vehicles (Gators), one 54” reel mower, three trailers, three stick edgers, three pole saws, and one compact tractor. This equipment will increase efficiency and staff productivity as the older equipment has past its useful life (12-15 years). 
Background/Analysis:

The CMAS piggybackable contract saves the District’s time and expense by not having to competitively bid each item.   John Deere Company is one of the vendors with a formal CMAS Contract, Number 4-07-51-0019A.  Under Public Contract Code Sections 10298 and 10299, local government agencies and school districts can utilize the CMAS contract to purchase 
equipment without competitive bidding.   The District would like to utilize the CMAS contract for the District’s grounds equipment needs.

Under the CMAS contract, the pricing for the grounds equipment is based on a percentage discount off the list price.  The discount varies depending on the amount of the purchase.   The discount for the District’s grounds equipment is 25% off list price.  By utilizing the CMAS contract directly, the District will save time and expense by not having to competitively bid each item, yet still receive the competitive bid price.
