Vice Chancellor Ng gave a Financial Aid update with a comparison from past years.  2065 checks have been issued to date, and the system has been vastly improved from previous years.  Vice Chancellor Budd gave an enrollment update.  Our "Census date" was last week.  Revised figures will be provided to the Board.  If we exceed our cap, we would be offering services without receiving additional revenue from the State.  Trustee Withrow asked for formulas on the net student costs, and he wondered if we could calculate this on a section basis and not a student basis, which has been done.  Trustee González Yuen  asked how many additional sections we might consider cutting in the Spring.  The administration may be looking at cutting $1M which is about 300 sections.

Speaker Weintraub commented on the budget.  The District offices account for 32.7% of the budget.  She shares that due to hiring, PeopleSoft and accreditation issues that students needs aren’t served.  We have zero full-time hires, layoffs, and people are working more and getting less pay.  This is a problem throughout the State and tax reform is needed.  Speaker Handa feels that citizens are asking more questions about how processes work and funds are spent.  Paid air time could be considered under our grant programs to help to finance Peralta TV, if it’s permitted.  He advised that the Board be proactive action to educate the public while they are reception on how public funding for education works, which could assist future bond fund measures.

Trustee Withrow asked for a continuous quarterly financial status report, as well as a monthly figure, and the Vice Chancellor hopes to provide this to the Board next month.  Trustee Guillén looked at our $121M personnel budget, which is 76% of our total budget, which had been higher in the past.  91-92% of the colleges’ budget is for personnel, and the district office percentage is lower.  A past practice on the health care budget was to calculate a composite rate districtwide.  Trustee González Yuen  asked about the department health benefit costs, which is how our health benefits budget is developed, projected by actuarial data.  Trustee Guillén asked how budget augmentations will be handled.  Transfers between major object classifications need Board approval.  Trustee Gulassa asked about our current accounting processes, budget confidence, problematic areas, and the interface between the budget and the ability to feed information into systems and reports.  Vice Chancellor Gerhard shared that we are making progress on these issues that contributed to our not being able to timely close our books.  A lack of accounting procedures and past oversight are being addressed as quickly as possible.  His goal next year is to have the tentative budget available in June and available for spending in July.  Currently, we can’t pay a bill without a computer generated P.O. and a budget.  Many of our past problems won’t be carried forward.

	Consider Approval of Open Purchase Order for Sysco Food Service of San Francisco for the supplies for the Laney College Cafeteria and Bistro Operations  Vice Chancellor Gerhard  Consider authorization and approval to use Sysco Food Service of San Francisco for the Laney College’s Food and Supplies needs, for the operations of the Laney Cafeteria and Laney Bistro, for a one year period (with an option to issue two one-year annual renewable open Purchase Orders).  The initial open Purchase Order (PO) would be for one year for an estimated amount not to exceed $250,000.00; and contingent upon the satisfactory performance of the vendor to the District’s standards, will be automatically renewed for two annual renewals (for a total of three years).  A formal Request for Proposals (RFP 10-11/04) was conducted for the Food and Supplies needs for the operation of both the Laney Cafeteria and Bistro.  A total of three* firms attended the pre-proposal meeting, but only two firms submitted responses to the District’s RFP.  A panel was convened consisting of the Laney Cafeteria Administrator, Laney Chef, and the District Buyer to evaluate the proposals based on their submitted responses to the District’s evaluation criteria (of Knowledge and Experience, Response Time and Plan, Proposed Costs and Volume Rebates, SLBE affiliation, etc).  After review and analysis, Sysco Food Services of San Francisco was the highest ranking vendor.  The average scores are summarized as follows: Vendors Average Score   Sysco Food Service of  San Francisco 87.0 US Foodservice 54.0 Throughout the evaluation process, it was clear that Sysco Food Service of San Francisco not only provided a superior proposal, but is also prepared to provide superior service.  Recommend approval to issue an open Purchase Order, with an automatic option of two annual renewals (for a total of three years) to Sysco Food Service of San Francisco in an estimated annual amount not to exceed $250,000.00.  Funding Source: General Funds.  All Board recommended contracts are subject to negotiation and execution by the Chancellor.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

The Chancellor gave an update on the recovery plan and matrix.  Trustee Withrow recommended a modification on page 25 of the plan, with deferred compensation trust OPEB fund data, and that $17M which covers retired employee medical benefits is not included in this ledger, as well as the reserve interest fund.  Trustee Guillén asked that we be consistent in how we report our budgets and audits, which might cause red flags.  The Chancellor had forwarded this suggestion to the recovery team experts, and he is awaiting their interpretation on these issues, which is due back this week.  Trustee Gulassa appreciates the multi-year recovery plan and matrix.  He also asked for better accounting of the $14M OPEB funds.  "Systematic source integration" section could be major or minor from various perspectives.  One example is on page 6 Board Policy 1.21, with "only" a policy function.  He’ll speak to the team about the multi-tasks for the trustees, such as oversight functions and being accountable to the public, and not just a policy function.  He thanked the Chancellor for the first fiscal responsibility Administrative Procedure.

Speaking to Item 7, Speaker Handa shared that use of group e-mail is discouraged as a potential Brown Act violation.  AC Transit’s attorney often reminds his Board not to congregate and is very cautious about possible Brown Act violations.  He suggested a workshop for the Board on the topic.  

Speaking to Item 13, Speaker Weintraub shared that PFT will look carefully at how the Foundation uses its funds, and looks forward to seeing student success programs funded.     

Speaking to Item 19, Speaker Weintraub. The PFT is looking forward to working with the District on this item and interest-based bargaining.  The union process is to hold chapter meetings at every college.  Speaker Handa provided some history on sunshining issues within the City of Oakland.  He suggested that people refer to the City of San Jose employee relations’ website for best practices of city transparency.     

Speaking to Items 36, Speaker vanPutten feels that increased funds spent on Peralta TV damages the educational program of media communications at Laney.    
Speaking to Item 42, Speaker van Putten feels that stakeholders at Laney have not been identified, and that the facilities’ committee at Laney hasn’t participated in this process, nor has any other shared governance group. Speaking to Item 45, she pointed out that essential components of smart classrooms, such as comprehensive security for the rooms’ access, and computers and monitors, are not included in the proposal.  

Speaking to Item 42, Speaker Shaw 42 feels this is too expensive for a temporary fix, while student groups have no meeting space, and that Laney students want to be involved with planning this project.  He feels that taking facilities is the same as cutting budgets.  His comments are attached to the minutes.

	Consider Approval the First Amendment to the Master Agreement between Peralta Community College District and Peralta Colleges Foundation, an auxiliary to the PCCD  Presenters: Peralta Colleges Foundation President Friedman and Executive Director Casenza The Master Agreement has been amended to reflect staffing and operational changes within the Foundation and the way in which the PCCD will support the Foundation during the next three years as it becomes more self-sufficient.  The support noted in the First Amendment includes amounts not to exceed $100,000 per year for fiscal years 2010-11 and 2011-12 and $50,000 in fiscal year 2012-13 to assist in the Foundation’s operations. Other support includes office space in a renovated trailer, telephones, and IT support, for which the Foundation is very grateful.  Under the previous Chancellor’s leadership, most of the staffing and operational expenses were absorbed through the Chancellor’s Office budget.  This included a full-time administrative assistant, 50 percent of a staff assistant’s time, and about one-third of Associate Vice Chancellor Alton Jelks’s time.  In addition, an accounting technician from the Finance Department assisted with preparation of the Foundation’s financial reports, estimated at 30 percent of his time. Salaries and benefits for these various individuals exceeded $300,000 per year.  Last winter, steps were taken by the Peralta Colleges Foundation Board of Directors and the sitting Chancellor to ensure that the Foundation would continue to operate after the Chancellor,  administrative assistant, and Mr. Jelks retired.  Foundation operations moved out of the Chancellor’s office into a space of its own, and the Board of Directors used uncommitted funds to hire a professional, full-time executive director, an administrative assistant, and a part-time bookkeeper/accountant, the latter position eliminating the need for the Finance Department employee time.  Again, this saves PCCD more than $300,000 in salaries and benefits for FY 2010-11 alone.  According to the Network of California Community College Foundations, roughly 59 percent of its membership is classified as an auxiliary organization, meaning the foundations receive financial support (e.g., salaries, office space, and basic operational needs), have a Master Agreement with their community college or district, and also have at least one trustee on their foundation Board of Directors.  Thus, PCCD is consistent with the majority of its peer institutions that have functional foundations.  The most successful community college foundations have full-time executive directors and staff, which the Peralta Colleges Foundation wanted to follow.  Funding Source: General Funds.  California community college districts with outstanding reputations have well-established and effective foundations that engage alumni and the community in advancing the mission and vision of the district.  A short-term investment in the Foundation will provide long-term benefits to the students, faculty, and staff of PCCD by focusing on student achievement and faculty excellence, areas long overlooked by community leaders.  A high-performing foundation can help more students pursue their educational aspirations while assisting the District in its role as a community leader and assuming responsibility for ambitious projects, such as the proposed Henry J. Kaiser Convention Center, that can advance the mission of PCCD.  All Board recommended contracts are subject to negotiation and execution by the Chancellor.  The Chancellor recommends approval.
