Policy 6.62 Hazardous Materials Management 

The Peralta Community College District is committed to providing all employees, students, visitors, and contractors with a healthful and safe work and educational environment.  
It is the policy of the District to maintain a healthful environment by reducing the dangers of handling, storing, transporting, using and disposing of potentially hazardous materials.  This policy shall include: 
1. The assessment and control of hazardous materials throughout the District, to include methods for acquisition, labeling, handling, storage inventory control, and disposal of hazardous substances, and the substitution of less hazardous substances when consistent with the basic mission of the District.
2. The development of safety plans, rules, and work procedures. 
3. Implementation and enforcement of control measures, including personal protective equipment and administrative controls.

4. Installation and inspection of safety and emergency facilities and equipment. 
5. Signage of all classrooms or areas where hazardous materials are used or stored,  pursuant to applicable state and local regulations.
6. Employee training. 
7. Identification of responsibilities. 

8. Emergency procedures.
