Item title: 

Approval to Piggyback on California Multiple Award Schedule (CMAS) Contract with Windsor Barrel Works for the Purchase of Outdoor Recycling Containers
Specific Board Action Requested:  
Approval is requested to authorize the District to piggyback on the CMAS Contract Number 4-97-006A with Windsor Barrel Works to purchase outdoor recycling containers for the District in the estimated amount of $152,144.66.  The recycling containers consist of 130 outdoor collection bins for paper, cans/bottles, and trash.
Item Summary: 
As part of its sustainability program, the District is expanding its recycling program and going to a single stream recycling.  The District’s intention is to become the model for recycling in the East Bay.  These recycling containers are necessary in order to expand the recycling program at the four colleges and the District.  The containers are an integral part of facility equipment necessary to provide a clean sustainable environment for learning.  The purchase of equipment required for a state-of-the-art recycling program has been discussed and is recommended by the Board Facilities and Land Use Committee.  This purchase is part of the budget allocation for the purchase of recycling program equipment District-Wide, which is on the agenda for approval at this Board meeting.
Background/Analysis:

Under Public Contract Code Section 10298 and 10299, local government agencies and school districts can utilize CMAS contracts to purchase equipment without competitive bidding.  Under the CMAS contract with Windsor Barrel Works, the District will receive a 38% discount off list price.  The normal CMAS discount for these bins is 35% off list price; however, under the CMAS contract if the purchase is over $55,000, the discount is increased by an extra 3%.  Additionally, the District has negotiated with Windsor to include locks and expedited processing at no additional cost, so that the containers will be received in four weeks.   By piggybacking on the CMAS contract, the District will save the time and expense of not having to competitively bid these bins, but still receives a competitive price.
