Records and Self Governance

The total revenue and deposit information for each entity contracted with ASMC is considered public record, supported by the California Public Act. As representatives of Student body government we are entitled to supervision and audits of these balance and deposit sheets. Now, we demand record or documented clarification of the following:

· A breakdown of the percent of funds legally allocated to ASMC from the bookstore, hot dog stand, copiers, cafeteria, and vending machines.

· A breakdown of the percent of funds actually deposited into the ASMC account for the following semesters: Spring 2012, Fall 2012, Spring 2013, Fall 2013, Spring 2014, Fall 2014

· Documentation to show where the funds of the inactive clubs have been moved.

· The record of inactive club funds being deposited into the ASMC account.

· Proof of each account, fund, or trust (i.e. Wells Fargo, Credit Union, etc.) listed under the EIN (tax id): 941608736

· The amount of money generated from the $2 student fee for the following semesters: Spring 2012, fall 2012, spring 2013, fall 2013, spring 2014, fall 2014.

· Deposit slips of the $2 student fee funds into Fund 83.

· Explanation of why a numerous amount of departments are accounted under ASMC funds.

· The breakdown of the ~279K in the ASMC account


Departments and outside contracted organizations should not be listed under the student activity account funds.  We demand that departments be immediately removed from the ASMC account budget list. 

As a 501(c)(3) we are fully aware of our right to govern our own business affairs, but instead we are being governed and restricted by Merritt College Business office. The R-building was founded particularly for students, yet tons of student restrictions have been implemented within the building to limit student control. This is direct violation of our rights as a 501(c)(3). 

Therefore we, the students, demand the following of the business center and Peralta District:

· To give the Student body policies and procedures of how to obtain and access our allocated funds from the business office. 

· To remove all seen and unseen restrictions on our student government, so that we can exercise our rights and bring control back to where it belongs. 

· Retrain the business office staff on how to be more student-friendly.

· Stop violating ASMC ‘s rights as a 501(c)(3)
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
