	The Creation of Special Museum Classes and Work Programs. This will be done within the existing museum class, Anthropology 030. 
The Special Museum Classes play a vital role in the Merritt Museum of Anthropology.  They intensify as they participate in our new Special Museum Classes and Work Program.
The Special Museum classes part

would engage the community in this vital project by highlighting current events going on in the community.  At the same time, we would be exhibiting some of the materials from the new and vital programs at Merritt College.  We would, for example, highlight some of the major projects from other disciplines.  The Nursing program and the Child Development program and the growing Field Schools are of special significance. 
This term I am in the process of creating a special relationship between the Merritt Museum and several Archaeological Services. Museum students will have the opportunity of working with several Cultural Resource Management 
Organizations. 
The purpose of this proposal is to create a Museum Renewal Program through Special Museum Classes and Work Programs.
	Specific to this project I will be working with Dr. Frank Norick, retired principal anthropologist for the Lowie, now Hearst Anthropology Museum at the University of California Berkeley. He believes that the new Special Museum Classes will permit the wider Oakland community to participate in the life at Merritt. 

 I will be visiting other community college museums. Merritt College may be the only teaching museum with hands-on student participation but it would still be instructive to observe the running of other college museums  

Most important, I will be creating the real-world component of the project; the connection between our museum anthropology students and a variety of Cultural Resource Management Organizations.  Getting our students equipped with real pay, in a real archaeology job, will be a major contribution of this work. .  

The last part is testability. This will concern the job search. We will see how many students get hired by the Cultural Resource Management organizations. How many will benefit from the on-the-job training and how many will put the job and classes together and decide to go on both components of their studies.  They will exhibit materials from important programs at Merritt and they will go on authentic “digs”. For students, the ability to participate in real excavation is thrilling.    
	Result 1- There would be increase in faculty communication. Museum students would discover what special programs are being created. Sharing information would be accomplished by displaying some materials from the programs in exhibit cases around the campus.

Result 2- Museum students would be in a position to publicize the new programs outside of the campus through community outreach programs. 

Result 3- Linking Merritt museum and archaeology students with Cultural Resource Management Organizations is one of the best things that can happen to an anthropology student.  

Result 4- There would be an increase in enrollment. This project would bring in students and expand anthropological horizons.

Result 5- Increase in student Museum knowledge. This museum is a student based, hands-on teaching museum and may be the only one like it in the country.  Our students help staff, create exhibits, handle artifacts and have the rare opportunity to learn from the inside, what a museum is made of.  We do this all without special funding.  The creation of this new project The Merritt Museum of Anthropology’s Special Museum Classes and Work Programs would insure that the museum would continue to flourish while at the same time, help Merritt and the surrounding community to benefit as well.         
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
