Item Title:
Naming and Approval of High Jump Software contract for Asset Management Module Implementation
Specific Board Action Requested:
Approval of High Jump as hardware vendor and their contract.

Item Summary:
At the June 26, 2007 Board Meeting, Ciber in conjunction with a hardware vendor was approved to implement the Asset Management module of PeopleSoft.  The vendor was to supply the barcode reader and software that would interface with the PeopleSoft module.  After reviewing the options and the input from Peralta’s Warehouse Staff, we decided to hire High Jump. The projected expense for these items and software were approved in June.  This action is to name High Jump as the vendor and to approve Peralta entering into the agreement for software and services. The total cost of this agreement including the projected cost of the hardware is $95,230. Again, this was approved as a part of the June Asset Management Module.
Background/Analysis:

To automate and reduce the chances of errors, it was decided to use a barcode reader to assist the warehouse and colleges to track the incoming assets.  The system would interface with the PeopleSoft Module which would take the data at warehouse and, using wireless technology, send the asset data to a system that then could be uploaded into the PeopleSoft Asset Management Module.  This would make asset tracking more reliable.  The High Jump Company had been working with Ciber and PeopleSoft which made for the selection of this vendor.
ALTERNATIVES/Options:
We did not find a vendor that could interface with the PeopleSoft and provide the experience that High Jump offered.
