Resolution No. 07/08-51 - Resolution Adopting CEQA Findings for Intent to Dedicate (Stargell Extension Project) – College of Alameda  Presenter:   General Counsel Nguyen
Consideration of and vote to adopt a resolution adopting California Environmental Quality Act  (“CEQA”) findings which (i) review the CEQA documentation prepared by the City for the Stargell Extension Project, and (ii) consider the impacts of the District possible decision to dedicate certain real property interests (the “Dedication”) to the City of Alameda (“City”) for the construction of the Stargell Extension Project.  The City has proposed the improvement and widening of an existing segment of roadway named “Wilver ‘Willie’ Stargell Avenue” and its extension as an arterial four-lane roadway between Main Street and Webster Street (“Stargell Extension Project”).  The City, as a Lead Agency under CEQA, prepared a 2001 Mitigated Negative Declaration and Initial Study Checklist and an Addendum thereto dated February 13, 2005 (collectively the “MND”) and a Final Environmental Impact Report (a Supplement to the 2000 Catellus EIR) (“Supplemental EIR”) as revised by the First Addendum to the Supplemental EIR (SCH #2006012091) and the Second Addendum to the Supplemental EIR (SCH #2006012091) (collectively, the “FSEIR”).  The District is a Responsible Agency under the terms of CEQA and must take certain action in compliance with CEQA.  The Board is required to (i) consider the environmental effects of the Dedication as shown in the MND and FSEIR, (ii) make the findings required for each significant effect of the Dedication, and (iii) if necessary make the findings for a Statement of Overriding Considerations if any impacts cannot be mitigated.  The District has reviewed the MND and the FSEIR and has found that, other than the impacts already identified in the MND and FSEIR, there are no new additional impacts and no new impacts that cannot be mitigated.  The CEQA findings state these results and Resolution 07/08- 51 adopts the CEQA Findings.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

Resolution No. 07/08-44 - Resolution of Intent to Dedicate (Stargell Extension Project) – College of Alameda  Presenter:   General Counsel Nguyen
Consideration of and vote to adopt a resolution declaring the Board of Trustee’s intention to dedicate certain real property for right of way, a landscaping easement, a temporary construction easement and a right of entry to the City of Alameda (“City”) for the construction of the Stargell Extension Project.  The City has proposed the improvement and widening of an existing segment of roadway, currently named “Tinker Avenue” and which is to be renamed “Wilver ‘Willie’ Stargell Avenue” (“Stargell Avenue”) and its extension as an arterial four-lane roadway between Main Street and Webster Street (“Stargell Extension Project”).  A portion of the proposed roadway for Stargell Extension Project is located on approximately 3.13 acres of real property owned by the College (“College Stargell ROW Property”).  The City also requires the following easements over certain real property owned by the College located adjacent to the College Stargell ROW Property: (1) an easement along the west side of Webster Street for the purposes of street lighting, drainage and landscaping for Webster Street (“Landscaping Easement”), (2) a temporary construction easement for the construction of the Stargell Extension Project (“Temporary Construction Easement”),  and (3) a right of entry to repair and/or relocate utilities, landscaping, irrigation and lighting and to conduct surveys and related activities in connection with the construction of the Stargell Extension Project (“Right of Entry”).  The Stargell Extension Project will provide a new intersection at Stargell Avenue and Webster Street which will also provide access from the College campus and new lighting, pedestrian access and landscaping along Stargell Avenue and Webster Street.  The City, in its General Plan, has added Tinker Avenue as a Major Street from Main Street to Webster Street.  The Stargell Extension Project implements this element of the City’s General Plan.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

The amount to be funded is $230,000 for the fiscal year 2008-2009.  Funding is from the First Five Alameda County Agency (State Prop 10 funds).  The California Children and Families Act of 1988 (Proposition 10) created a program in the state with the purposes of promoting, supporting, and improving the early development of children from the prenatal stage to five years of age.  The intent of this act is to enable counties to create and implement an integrated, comprehensive and collaborative system of information and services to enhance optimal early childhood development.  The Strategic Plan, called Every Child Counts (ECC), is a key component to facilitate the development of the program to assist students who are working towards their AA degree.  It is the Commissions’ intent to assist local post-secondary institutions in their work to develop a motivated, component workforce to serve Alameda County families.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

Consider approval of Independent Contractor Agreement extension for Paul Downs  Presenter:  Vice Chancellor Gary Yee 

Consider approval of Independent Contractor Agreement extension for Paul Downs to render consulting services for Bay Area Regional Tech Prep Consortium (BARTPC). However, the computers are needed quickly to meet the needs for data analysis that Peralta needs for enrollment management.  BI was approved by the board in April, 2008 and is software used to take our enterprise software to the next level.  It is tailored to the needs of Higher Education as an analytical tool to assist in strategic managerial decisions and will allow us to bridge our reporting requirements across to all of our database software included Regent Financial Aid and SARS Counseling.  The cost of the servers, storage and related equipment and operating software is not to exceed $350,000.  Source of Funding:  Measure A.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

Consider approval to purchase Hardware to upgrade the existing IT Servers and Storage  Presenter:  CIO Perkins

With the additional support requirements put on by the addition of PeopleSoft and its many components and the additional demands by other service areas, IT has started to see the older equipment not able to support these new demands.  We have implemented the new system and it runs in our production mode.  However, new changes and requirements must be tested before we transfer the upgraded software to production these are called sandboxes.  To date we have used the older servers to serve as these sandboxes but now we have larger storage needs and more complex testing that needs to done.  Therefore, newer servers are needed.  This request is to purchase the additional equipment to support our existing equipment and replace the older units.  The cost of the servers, storage and related equipment and operating software is not to exceed $120,000.  Source of Funds:  Measure A.  The Chancellor recommends approval.
27.
Consider approval to purchase Hardware to support Continuity and Disaster Recovery  Presenter:  CIO Perkins

IT has committed to provide the Peralta District with continuing computer service in the event of any interruption of service.  This interruption could be natural (earthquake, storm), man-made (fire or loss of electricity, vandalism) or any other unknown.  It is the intention of IT to resume the computer processing ASAP in response to any of these events.  To do this additional servers and storage equipment is needed to provide this support.  In addition, IT was noted by the auditors that we had plan, but had not implemented the Disaster plan.  So the cost of the equipment needed to complete our Disaster Plan is included in this purchase.  This request is to purchase the additional equipment to support our plan for the continuity and Disaster Recovery.  The cost of the servers, storage and related equipment and operating software is not to exceed $200,000.  These funds are requested from Measure A.  The Chancellor recommends approval.
28.
Approval of Extended Construction Management Services to Close Out the Project, Athletic Facilities Upgrades, Phase 1C, Laney College, MSE Group  Presenter:  Vice Chancellor Ikharo
Approval is requested for extended services with MSE Group, the project managers for the Athletic Facilities Upgrades, Phase 1C, at Laney College, at a fee of $65,000.  The fee will compensate MSE Group for the additional level of effort required to complete and close out the project, which was accepted as complete at the Board meeting of February 26, 2008.  The additional fee was negotiated by staff and reduced from MSE’s original request of $80,000.  Costs beyond the contract were incurred by MSE due to the extensive time required in the finalization of change orders, determination of the liquidated damages amount, assistance in the resolution of the payment of prevailing wages to subcontractors by the general contractor, and DSA close-out.  Funding Source:  Measure E.  The Chancellor recommends approval.

REPORT FROM THE ACADEMIC SENATE

Speaking to Item 7, Speaker Bielanski reviewed of the CIPD report.  His presentation notes are attached to the minutes on Granicus.      

Speaking to Item 8, Speaker Marro commented on the faculty housing at San Mateo college.  He feels that Merritt College would be an excellent site for dorms, and that it would be an excellent income source for the District.  He shares this is common practice in the military.  Speaker James, speaking for the Laney Tower, would like a copy of the survey and the winners names.  Speaker Guillén wants to know why the contract has taken so long to execute, and he wants to know the scope of the survey.  The Chancellor then reviewed the history of this issue for the Board and public.  The surveys are still being collected, and no awards have been given yet.  The company wrote the survey, and Peralta is collecting the survey.  The survey was concluded on May 26th, and results are being compiled, with 196 responses.  We can continue to go out to receive student surveys.  The survey is on our Peralta server.  Trustees are invited to review the survey for its detail.  The Board will receive added information about the survey as it becomes available.     

Speaking to Item 11, Trustee Guillén suggested that if the exchange proceeds, that the new street name could have “(Tinker Ave.)” noted, as well, on the street sign.  This item needs a two-thirds vote to pass.  

MOTION:  A motion was make by Trustee Riley, seconded by Trustee Withrow to pass Item 11 as amended, with the substitute resolution.

ACTION:  The motion passed unanimously, by a roll call vote.  

Speaking to Item 23, President Gulassa suggested that the Board meet for a retreat on July 8 and a Board meeting on July 15th.


ACTION:  Upon a motion made by Trustee Gonzalez Yuen, seconded by Trustee Withrow, the draft Board meeting calendar was unanimously approved.  

Speaking to Item 24, Trustee Handy made suggestions to the Resolution language, including that the candidate is responsible for the cost of printing, handling, and mailing the statement of qualifications; and that the candidate submits their own statement and materials to the Registrar of Voters.  

ACTION:
Upon a motion made by Trustee Handy, seconded by Trustee Riley, the above amendment was unanimously made to the resolution, such that it is updated to reflect current law and practice.  

Speaking to Item 28, Trustee González Yuen expressed concern that $380,000 is an extraordinary fee for this project.  

Speaking to Item 34, Trustee Handy is very concerned about sabbatical leaves.  She is concerned that there is no clear definition of what the faculty are doing and a clear list of deliverables.  Some requests don’t make sense as to how this will benefit the District.  A discussion can be help with the union and Vice Chancellor Yee, as sabbaticals are a union issue.  The process and improvement can be provided to the Board.  Trustee González Yuen asked if all of these faculty are returning to Peralta to then work for a few years, and if there a policy for this process.  Chancellor requested that this issue come back with the colleges reporting on this process.  Trustee Handy feels that this record should be stronger, and wants to know the guarantees in the process, as protection for the colleges and the students.  This item may also be on the Board retreat agenda. It was pointed out that the thoughts shared on this topic doesn’t reflect on those who are being considered for this reward, and the Board looks forward to hearing their sabbatical reports.  
ACTION:
Upon a motion by Trustee Gonzalez Yuen, seconded by Trustee Riley, the meeting was unanimously extended for 15 minutes.  

ACTION:
The Board unanimously voted to approve the Consent Calendar, including Items 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 as amended, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20, 21, 22, 23, 24 as amended, 28, 29, 30, 31, 32, and 33.

MOTION:
There was a motion by Trustee Gonzalez Yuen, seconded by Trustee Guillen to bring back Items 25 and 26 to the next Board meeting.

Trustee Withrow expressed concern that when we make a software investment, that the hardware costs should be examined at the same time.

ACTION:
The motion passed.  Trustee Handy abstained.  Trustees Riley and Hodge voted No.

Chancellor’s Report


Vice Chancellor Ikharo announced the notice of a public hearing to take public comments at the next Board meeting, and notices will be posted.  
The Chancellor continued that the implementation of the AC Transit bus pass is continuing.  The State budget process is continuing in both the senate and the assembly, with greater support being shown for the community college budget.  We are working hard to fill our 21 faculty openings.  We are up 17% in our summer enrollment.  We are a bit behind on our Fall numbers, and an enrollment report will be given at the next meeting.  The State has declined to provide matching funds for some of our projects, and this will be discussed further at the facilities committee meeting.  Trustee Guillén asked what can be done to reclaim these funds, since our residents were expecting to get the money back when the bond issue passed.  Vice Chancellor Ikharo will also be going to Sacramento to try to improve our situation.  By the end of the week, we will know how the State Chancellor’s office stands on this issue.

He’s working on a roundtable to bring large employers together to see what we’re doing, and to educate them on what Peralta can offer them. Trustee Thompson is also watching and listening, feels it’s a bit overwhelming reviewing the large Board packet, and looks forward to getting involved.
