Policy 6.81  Selection of Architects 

 
The policy of the Board of Trustees of the Peralta Community College District shall be that the 
selection of professional consultants for capital projects shall be on the basis of demonstrated 
competence and professional qualifications, including a comparative cost-benefit analysis.     
 
Further, it shall be the policy of the Board of Trustees to encourage the participation of local 
professionals, including minority and women-owned firms in the competition and selection process 
for district capital projects.   
 
Selection of architects shall be done in accordance with state and federal law.
