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AMENDMENT TO THE 
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 

BETWEEN 
ALAMEDA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT 

AND 
PERALTA COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT 

 

WHEREAS, on or about April 26, 2005 the Parties entered into a Memorandum of 
Understanding (“Agreement”) which is fully incorporated herein to the extent not in conflict 
with the language of this First Amendment, to establish an Early College High School called 
Alameda Science and Technology Institute (“ASTI”); and 

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to amend certain provisions of the Agreement to clarify the rights 

and responsibilities of the Parties; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants, terms, conditions, and provisions of this 

Amendment, the Parties agree as follows: 

This First Amendment (“Amendment”) to the Memorandum of Understanding is entered into 

and effective June 30, 2012 through June 30, 2014, by and between the Alameda Unified School 

District, a public school district of the State of California (“AUSD”), and Peralta Community 

College District (“PCCD”), collectively referred to as the “Parties.” 

All other provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect and are reaffirmed.  If 

there is any conflict between this Amendment and any provision of the Agreement, the 

provisions of this Amendment shall control. 

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Parties have, by their duly authorized representatives, executed 

this Amendment on the date first above written. 

Section V. of the Agreement is amended to read in full as follows:  

SECTION V.  OPERATION OF THE PROGRAM 

A. PCCD permits ASTI students the opportunity to enroll in college level courses at the 

Peralta Colleges, while attending an AUSD school, pursuant to this agreement and as 

defined by Education Code, Sections 48800 and 76002,provisions to provide “advanced 

scholastic,” “educational enrichment opportunities for a limited number of eligible 

pupils.”  . ASTI students will be held to the same academic and admissions standards as 

any other college student enrolled in the class. In accordance with Education Code 

Section 76300(f) provisions regarding special admission and concurrent enrollment, the 

PCCD Board of Trustees exempts ASTI students from enrollment fees up to, and 

including, 11.0 (Education Code 76001 (d), but ASTI students and/or AUSD must pay all 
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other appropriate and related fees such as Health Fee, Transportation Fee and Campus 

Use Fees.  

 

B. AUSD has agreed to pay 100% of the total fees charged ($23,725) for the Spring 2012 

semester for students who enroll more than 11.0 units, as well as other appropriate and 

related fees.  

 

Upon signing of the MOU, AUSD has agreed to pay 100% of the total fees charged for 

each semester for students who enroll more than 11.0 units per semester, as well as other 

appropriate and related fees. 

 

C. ASTI 9th and 10th grade students will primarily be attending high school classes taught by 

AUSD teachers.  

 

D. ASTI 11th and 12th grade students, when ready in terms of academic skills and 

developmental maturity, may be allowed to enroll in COA and take college level classes 

taught by COA instructors.  ASTI students enrolling in more than six units do not need 

the signature of the Vice President of Student Services. Furthermore, continuing ASTI 

students may enroll during the enrollment period for continuing PCCD students in 

accordance with the enrollment appointments system available for all continuing 

students.  Continuing ASTI students may also participate in the electronic wait list.
