AB 540

e Allows certain non-resident students to
receive in-state tuition in CA

e Must complete at least 3 years CA HS (|
year of which is senior year)

e Have a CA HS diploma/ GED

¢ If undocumented, will submit application
for residency as soon as possible

Must submit Non-Resident Tuition Exemption

form to A&R to obtain AB 540 status

My (HYS)
counselor told me about AB 540 but when | tried to enroll
nobody knew what | was talking about so | gave up... I'm
coming back now (3 years later) because my friend said he
could help me figure it out.”

* “No one knows about my status (at the college)... I'm not
ashamed but really, can anyone help me?”

* “Pve never used tutoring, the health center, tried to get my bus
pass or anything like that because | don’t know if | can.”
