ITEM TITLE:

Consider Ratification to Enter into an Agreement with Quantum Energy Services & Technologies, Inc.
(QUEST) for Professional Engineering Services on the District-wide Proposition 39 Energy Retrofit
Projects (RFP No. 13-14/17).

SPECIFIC BOARD ACTION REQUESTED:
Ratification is requested to enter an agreement with QUEST (Quantum Energy Services & Technologies, Inc.)
for professional engineering services, in the amount not-to-exceed $205,000 for a three (3) year term.

ITEM SUMMARY:

On December 20, 2013, the Chancellor approved for the District to enter into an agreement with QUEST.
As permitted under the chancellor Authorization to do urgent business while the governing Board of
Trustees are on recess (Resolution 99/00-5). Approval of this contract was time sensitive because the
administration needed QUEST to start work by January 2, 2014, in order to submit the application to the
California Community College State Chancellor’s Office (CCCCO) for the energy projects by January 15,
2014. Now this agreement is brought before the Governing Board of Trustees for ratification. Itisinthe
best interests of the District and financially prudent to authorize this agreement.

Funding allocations for the District-wide Energy Retrofit Projects will be from Proposition 39 (Prop. 39).
The District’s allotment of Proposition 39 funds, for the first year funding cycle (2013-2014) is $658,748.
The District will use CCC/IOU rebates to augment its Prop. 39 funding. QUEST will assist the District with
the following:

Identifying, assessing, and prioritizing energy-retrofit projects,

Proposition 39 application forms,

CCC/IOU application,

CEC technical assistance application,

Input to Colleges for workforce improvement grant application,

Create job-shadowing opportunities for sustainability students from the District’'s Career
Technical Education programs

QUEST understands and agrees to identify projects that will be completed by June 30, 2014, for the first
Prop. 39 funding cycle. The term of the contract with QUEST is for a period of three (3) years in the
amount not-to-exceed $205,000; their work and contract are subject to an annual review and renewal and
approval by the Chancellor, upon satisfactory performance of contract deliverables. The District may
elect to renew this contract for an additional two (2) years (renewable annually) for a total not-to-exceed
five (5) years. The total payment for five (5) years duration will not exceed $331,000, as follows:

The Department of General Services (DGS) issued RFP No. 13-14/17 for professional engineering
services for the District-wide Energy Retrofit Projects. A formal Request for Proposal (RFP) was
advertised in newspaper publications of general circulation on Tuesday, November 19, 2013 and
Tuesday, November 26, 2013. On December 12, 2013, the Purchasing Department received three (3)
proposals from qualified firms with energy efficiency retrofit experience. The responses to the RFP were
evaluated based on criteria identified in the RFP.

On December 13, 2013, the staff evaluated proposal submissions according to the following evaluative
criteria: 1) Vendor’s proposals, knowledge and experience in Proposition 39, rebate programs, and
working with community colleges and higher learning institutions, 2) Client References, 3) Price Proposal,
4) Environmentally Sustainable in Procurement and Business Operations, 5) Small Local Business
Enterprise (SLBE) / Small Local Emerging Business Enterprise (SELBE).

A technical screening committee comprising of College and District personnel was established to
evaluate and score all submissions according to the scoring criteria above. Pursuant to the Public
Contract Code (PCC) Section 20651, the District can award this contract to the bidder whose proposal is
determined to be the “best value” to the District based solely on the criteria set forth in the Request for
Proposal. Based on the evaluations, ratification is requested for the contractual approval that was
awarded by the Chancellor. The contract was awarded to QUEST because they received the highest
score of 277.

A total of three (3) proposals were submitted to the District by the following firms on December 12, 2013.

Derrick Rebello is the President of QUEST; the business is located in Oakland, California. The vendor will
provide consulting services on various projects that can be completed in the first year funding cycle as
identified by the District, which ends on December 31, 2014. All Board approved contracts are subject to
final negotiation and execution by the Chancellor. The Chancellor recommends approval.



SOURCE OF FUNDS (AND FISCAL/BUDGETARY IMPACT):
Energy-efficiency projects will be funded by California Proposition 39, the CCC/IOU partnership program,
and technical assistance grants.

BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS:

In compliance with the Senate Bill 73 (SB 73), for the fiscal year 2013-14, the California Community
College Chancellor’s Office (CCCCO) received $47 million under the Clean Energy Job Creation Fund for
energy efficiency upgrades and clean energy installation. In order for Peralta Community College District
to receive the $658,748 fund allocation from the CCCCO, the District is required to apply for the fund,
identify projects that can be completed by June 30, 2014 and estimate energy savings for these projects.
To meet the CCCCO'’s requirements and receive the fund allocation, QUEST will help the District to
identify and assess energy-efficiency projects that are eligible for funding under Proposition 39.

As required by the Public Contract Code and the District’'s Purchasing Procedures, the District conducted
a formal competitive bid by issuing a Request for Proposal (RFP) as described under the ltem Summary
above.

DELIVERABLES AND SCOPE OF WORK:

QUEST will provide professional engineering services for the District-wide Energy Retrofit Projects as
required by the Proposition 39: California Clean Energy Jobs Act, CCCCO, CCC/IOU and the
District’s requirements. Additionally, the firm will provide deliverables and scope of services outlined
in the RFP, see the attachment.

ANTICIPATED COMPLETION DATE:
The anticipated completion date of these projects is June 30, 2014.
